Some of the more notable individuals are The Honorable David Sears(No. 1378), a resident of Boston and
commissioner of the first Sears Genealogy.  Deacon Roland Sears(No. 1627), a revolutionary pensioner and religious man, quite after the
Pilgrim type.  Capt. Stephen Sears(No. 1667), a seafarer and shipmaster.  Notable members of the seventh generation who are not carried
forward into the next chapter are Richard Willard Sears(No. 2807), Pastor Alan Sears(No. 3013), Capt. Uriah Sears(No. 3357) and Rev
Cephas Washburn(No. 3573).

           Reuben Sears graduated Union College and was settled over a church
in Hudson for several years, but his health failing, he removed to Ballston
Spa, where he wrote a poem, extollng the virtues of the mineral waters, which
was published in pamphlet form in 1819.  He was afterward settled in Dracut,
MA and in New Scotland, Albany Co, NY and died in Prophetsville, IL,
1846.
           He was a Presbyterian clergyman, and one of the most conscientious
and devoted persons in existence.  His whole life was made up of untiring
effort for the good of men. He was one of the first to advocate total abstinence.
 In one of his early sermons on the evils of intemperance, he depicts the sad
condition from this cause existing among the clergy and elders, also the
members of the church, and tells them of the ruin and disgrace they are
bringing upon themselves and the church:-and here the very first idea of the
possibility of total abstinence seems to have entered his mind, as he exclaims:
"Brethren, these things ought not to be; far better than such a state of things
should exist, would it be for all to even totally abstain from the use of all
intoxicating beverages."
            As an anti-slavery man he was a "thorn in the flesh" of the Presbytery
and Synod to which he belonged, by his persistent introduction of resolutions
denouncing the institution of slavery as "wrong in principle and opposed to
true godliness."  He died in the firm conviction that God would order it
otherwise in His own good time.  He and his twin were married the same day.

             The friends of Sears endeavored to persuade him not to attempt the
sale in person, but he did, and his voice could hardly be heard as he leaned
against the bulwarks, and told off the bids.
             Though dying at the age of thirty-one, Mr Sears had established the
reputation of possessing abilities of the highest order in his profession, and
gave promise of a very brilliant future.
             Many are the stories that are told of his sense of humor, and his quick
repartee, but he had finer traits of character, which formed a strong
background and support to his external accomplishments.
             At heart he was deeply religious and devotional, as may be seen in
several prayers which he wrote, and which were printed in the "Christian
World."  But the quality that most endeared him to his friends was his
sensitive sympathy for others.  Generous from his sense of human
brotherhood, he was also just from a sense of duty, and in winning men's love,
he failed not to win their respect.

           SPM p.261 David Sears was educated in the best schools that Boston
at that time afforded, and after a preparatory course of study in the Latin
School, entered Harvard College in 1803, at the age of 16, taking his
Bachelor's degree in 1807. He read law for a time, and soon after his marriage
in 1809, sailed for Europe with his wife, and passed several years in foreign
travel, at a most interesting period in Continental history.
            The sudden death of his father devolved on him the care of a large
estate, and before he was thirty years of age he was called to assume that
responsible position among the very richest men of Boston, which he
continued to hold during half a century.
            Building for himself a costly and elegant mansion fit for the generous
hospitalities which belong to wealth, he began early to make plans for doing
his share in acts of public and private beneficience.
            In 1820 he was actively associated with the erection of St Paul's
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church, on Tremont street, and he subsequently gave that parish a fund which
now exceeds forty thousand dollars in value; this was followed in succeeding
years by various provisions for other religious, literary and charitable objects,
which, while accomplishing valuable purposes at once, may not exhibit their
full fruit for a long time to come.
            The 'Sears Tower' of the Observatory at Cambridge, built at his cost,
gave the first encouragement to an establishment which has been munificently
endowed by others, and whose permanent fund he was also a handsome
contributor.  About 1820, Mr Sears purchased some 200 acres of land in the
suburbs of Boston which has since become the beautiful village of Longwood,
which he proceeded to lay out and beautify at great expense, giving to many
of the streets and squares names which he believed to be identified with the
family in this country and England.
            A capacious stone chapel, built after the design of St Peter's Church' in
Colchester, Eng., and to which he gave the name of Christ's Church in
Longwood, contains, in its basement, vaults constructed as a last resting-place
for himself and those most dear to him.  For this church he prepared a form of
service in accordance with his peculiar views, and which has been described
as 'the Book of Common Prayer,' with any thing of the nature of Calvinism
carefully weeded out mildly tinctured with the writings of Channing, but more
strongly flavored with Romanism, and stated service was maintained during
the last eight years of his life.  A block of houses nearby, destined ultimately
for the dwellings of such as had seen better days, and to be known as 'The
Scearstan Charter House,' and an accumulating fund under the control of the
Overseers of the Poor, Boston, which has added not a little, year by year, to
the comfort and support of a large number of poor women, will bear testimony
to his thoughtful and well-considered benevolence.
            After the death of Mr Sears, by an arrangement between his heirs and
the city of Boston, his various endowments for the poor of his native place
were amalgamated under the comprehensive title of "The David Sears
Charity."  In 1886 this fund amounted to near $280,000, and will be much
further increased by the rise in real estate.
                 Mr Sears often enjoyed such public honors as he would accept, and
served as a Representative to the Mass Leg. in 1816-18, 1824-25 and 1828,
and as a Senator in 1826 and 1851.  He was Presidential Elector in 1868, and
invited his colleagues of the State Electoral College to meet the President
elect, General Grant, at his house in Boston.
                 In early life he was a member of the Independant Corps of Cadets
and Com'd Ensign.  In 1818 he presented the company with a new standard,
and provided for them an elegant entertainment.
                 He occasionally mingled in the public discussion of the day, and an
elaborate letter which he addressed to John Quincy Adams on the best method
of abolishing slavery, while that was still a living question, will be particularly
remembered among his contributions to the press.
                 In middle life Mr Sears became interested in the subject of family
history and genealogy, and employed the late Mr H G Somerby to make
searches in England to trace his ancestry, and expended a large sum in these
researches.  His kinsman, Rev Edmund H Sears, undertook to edit the
material collected, but he had no practical acquaintance with genealogy, and
allowed himself to become responsible for a series of romantic legends under
the title of "Pictures of the Olden Time," to which was added, in a private
edition for the family, a genealogical account of the English and American
branches.
                 About the year 1848 Mr Sears erected monuments and mural
tablets to various members of the family in Yarmouth and Chatham, Mass.,
Newport, RI, and in St Peter's Church, Colchester, Eng., to which church he
presented in 1852 a flagon and paten of elegant design and elaborate
workmanship inclosed in a handsome wainscot box.  In 1855 he endowed the
church with £100, in trust, for charitable purposes, to which he added, in
1858, a further sum, now known as the "Sears Dole."  Mr Sears deposited
with the NE Hist Gen Society, medals to be given those of the name of Sears
proving their descent from Richard and Dorothy Sares, a description of which
may be found in Gen Reg, vol 26, p.182.
                 Subsequent investigation has developed that Mr Sears was grossly
deceived in regard to many particulars of the pedigree and early history of his

family, so that monuments erected by him, and the genealogies he printed,
now for the most part only serve to perpetuate unfortunate delusions.
                 Mr Sears was one of the first to own and occupy a summer
residence at Nahant, but finding it too bleak for his own taste, and tempted by
the softer atmosphere of the Gulf Stream, he built, in 1845, a marine villa at
Newport, to which he gave the name of 'Red Cross.'
                 Its extensive grounds are built over, but the immediate
neighborhood is still pleasantly associated in many minds with the rembrance
of his refined, graceful and unostentious hospitality.  With his characteristic
generosity, he conveyed to the municipality a fund of five thousand dollars,
the income to be applied to benevolent objects.
                 The summer of 1869 was his last at Newport; the next year his
health became seriously impaired, and he died in Boston, 14 Jan 1871, at the
advanced age of eighty-three, his wife, with whom he had lived near
sixty-three years, having preceded him by a few months.
                 He will long be remembered by all who have known him as one of
the courteous and dignified gentleman of the old school, of whom so few are
now left to remind us of the manners and bearing of other days.

           RGP The search for Naomi Sears' parents has been long and
frustrating.  She is clearly referred to in two separate Bible records as the wife
of Zadock Rider.  Her birth is recorded as 23 Sep 1764.  Her father is most
certainly Seth Sears.
           In regard to the family of Seth and Sarah (Sears) Sears in the May
Genealogy, there are several discrepancies.  First of all, there is a tremendous
gap bewteen the birth of their first child Enoch Hamlin ca. 1760 and the birth
of their next listed child, Seth, to whom Samuel May assigns a ca. 1771
birthdate.  A record of the family of Seth Sears, Jr., formerly in possession of
Porter Barrows of Sherburne, NY, and published by the James Madison
Chapter, DAR (NY DAR Church Cemetery and Town Records v. 123, p.88),
says Seth Sears 3rd was born in South East Town, Dutchess County, State of
New York, August 11th 176-(page torn).  Ruamy Andress was born in
Greeenfield, Fairfield co, CT, 24 Jan 17-- (Page torn).  Although the date of
Seth's birth is incomplete , it obviously did not take place in 1771, as May
surmises.  The Foster-Livingston Collection of Putnam co Records quotes
the tombstone inscription in Milltown Cemetery as follows: "The graves of
Seth and Rheuhamah, he died May 1, 1819, 48 y, and she died Dec 9, 1813,
31y."  This is the apparent source of May's 1771 birthdate.

            However, the Bible fragment referred to above is at odds with the date
on the tombstone and gives Seth's death date as May 1, 1817.  This accords
with the date on which his will was entered into probate  16 May 1817.  If
Seth was indeed 48 years old when he died, he would have to have been born
in 1769 and not 1771.
            This leaves Seth and Sarah's "third" child Eleazar H. with a birthdate
of 1771, which seems entirely reasonable.  Sarah Sears, their "fourth" child,
has no birthdate assigned, and their last child, Thankful, about whom a
considerable amount of accurate information is given, was born on 30 Jun
1775.
            In regard to the birthdate of Sarah, the International Genealogical
Index, published by the LDS Church, gives a birthdate of 24 Mar 1767, for
Sarah Sears but does not assign her any parents.  A marriage to Thomas
Randall in November, 1787, is also listed for Sarah Sears, but again no
parents are listed.  However, it seems likely that this is Seth's daughter.
            If the family births are arranged according to the inforamtiuon given
above, we arrive at a much more reasonable birth order and spacing than the
one given by May.

May copied an article from the Sunday Sun, 14 Jun 1885:  Mr
Coddington was born in Northumberland co, PA, in 1787, and came with his
parents to Tompkins co in 1803, when what is now the town of Hector was
but little better than a wilderness.  The Cossingtons took up land in the forest,
and the settler, with the aid of his son John, in three years cleared up a fine
farm.  IN Jun 1806, a man named Jasper Sears, who lived in New
Bloomfield, Ontario co, stopped at Coddington's clearing, and while there
hired young John to go to New Bloomfield and work for him for $7 a month. 
When the young man started from home the next week to take the job, all the
money his father had to give him was three silver sixpences.  This was the first
pay John Coddington ever received.  The distance to New Bloomfield was
seventy-five miles, and the journey was to be made on foot, through an almost
trackless forest.  On the site of that forest, and along the route travelled by the
young pioneer, now stand some of the most populous and thriving towns and
villages in the State.  Geneva and Canandaigua then had each about twenty
small houses.  Young Coddington used one of his sixpences to pay for being
ferried across Seneca River, on the evening of his first day's journey, and to
pay for lodging on the floor of the ferryman's house and a bowl of bread and
milk in the morning.  The next day he spent another sixpence at Canandaigua
settlement for a glass of ale and a piece of gingerbread, arriving at Sears's that
night with but one sixpence left. He walked the seventy-five miles in two days,
and had nothing but the bread and milk, the ale, and the gingerbread on the
way.  He worked until the first of the next January for Sears when drew the
$40 that was due him and returned home, walking the distance in twenty
hours.

to 4 Jan 1778, in Capt Eben. Newell's Co., Col Key's regt; and 21 Jul to 25
Aug 1779, at New London, CT, in Capt Elisha Dwight's Co, Col Elisha
Porter's Regt, 85 miles from home.  In 1787 he took oath of allegiance,
having been concerned in Shay's rebellion.  His name appears in census of
1840, as a Revolutionary pensioner, then aged 77.  "Dea Roland, as he was
called, to distinguish him from his brothers, Dea Andrew and Dea John, who
lived near by, was a very conscientious, religious man, quite after the Pilgrim
type.
            He offered grace at every meal.  With the greatest reverence I recall
my grand father on his knees in the family prayers, in his earnest and devout
expressions of gratitude and thankfulness; and his confessions of
shortcomings.  And the closing words of the prayer have never left my childish
memory, and I often find myself closing the petition with them:' And now
Lord, what wait we for? Our wants and complaints are spread before Thee,
and Thou knowest what we need, better than we can think or even ask.'  Many
years ago, in a great movement in the Congregational Church, Dea Sears
avowed himself a believer in one God, a Unitarian; quite a grief to his wife, a
sweet Christian lady.  Later on they both accepted the faith, that evil can never
perpetuate itself, in the other life, and as the result every soul shall confess,
and glorify God forever.
